The New Units have been issued as payment for the quarter ended 31 December 2011. The 

issue price is based on the 10-day volume weighted average price of MIT prior to 31 

December 2011.  

 

Following the issuance, the Manager holds 645,050 units in MIT and the total number of MIT
