1. Background: Mapletree Industrial Trust Management Ltd., as manager (the “Manager”) of 

Mapletree Industrial Trust (“MIT”) refers to the COVID-19 (Temporary Measures) Act 2020 passed 

by Parliament on 7 April 2020 which enables the Minister for Law by order to prescribe alternative 

arrangements for listed entities in Singapore to, inter alia, conduct general meetings, either wholly 

or partly, by electronic communication, video conferencing, tele-conferencing or other electronic 

means and the COVID-19 (Temporary Measures) (Alternative Arrangements for Meetings for 

Companies, Variable Capital Companies, Business Trusts, Unit Trusts and Debenture Holders) 

Order 2020 (the “Order”) which was gazetted on 13 April 2020, and which sets out the alternative 

arrangements in respect of, inter alia, general meetings of real estate investment trusts. 

2. Date, time and conduct of Extraordinary General Meeting: The Manager wishes to announce 

that pursuant to the Order, the Extraordinary General Meeting of MIT (the “EGM”) will be convened 

and held by way of electronic means, on Thursday, 27 August 2020 at 2.30 p.m. (Singapore 

Time), for the purpose of seeking the approval of unitholders of MIT (the “Unitholders”) for the 

proposed acquisition of the remaining 60.0% interest in 14 data centres located in the United States 

of America. The Manager’s Chairman, Mr Wong Meng Meng, and Chief Executive Officer, Mr Tham 

Kuo Wei, will conduct the proceedings of the EGM. 

3. Issuance of Circular: The Manager has today issued a circular to Unitholders dated 5 August 2020

The Manager will publish the minutes 

of the EGM on MIT’s website and on SGXNET, and the minutes will include the responses 

to the substantial and relevant questions which are addressed during the EGM.
